What is a Pow Wow? 

The modern Pow Wow is a gathering, a social occasion, and a time for 

American Indian people to come together to sing and dance, and to 

honor the heritage that has been passed down to them from their an-

cestors. Modern Pow Wow dancing is an entity unto itself. The differ-

ent styles are derived from traditional dances of the various tribes. 

The dances fall into three basic configurations: the Grand Entry, In-

tertribal Dance and Contests.  

 

The Pow Wow at San Jose City College is focused on displaying the 

campus’s strong American Indian presence in higher education.  

Admission and parking are free.  

The one day event, which features American Indian dancing, arts, 

crafts and food begins at 11 AM and runs until 10 PM on Saturday. Na-

tive foods such as Navajo tacos and fry bread will be on sale at the 

event, and American Indian vendors will be selling both traditional and 

contemporary American Indian art.
